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Alarming Increase in Number of Fatatalies in Florida Last Year

According to statistics from the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission, the number of
fatal boating accidents increased 20 percent last year, despite the fact that the number of accidents
in the state decreased by two percent:

In 2015, the state far surpassed every other state in the country in the total humber of boating ac-
cidents. Florida had 671 recreational boating crashes, while California had 396, New York had 175,
and Texas had 154 accidents. Florida also had the highest number of boating accident fatalities,
with 52 deaths. California had 48 fatal boating accidents and Texas had 44. The number one cause
of death - at 60 percent - was drowning. More than 80 percent of victims were not wearing a floa-
tation device.

A spokesperson for the Fish and Wildlife’s Boating and Waterways
Section points out that Florida also has the highest number of reg-
istered boats in the country. There are currently more than
930,000 boats registered. He also said that one of the biggest is-
sues that contributes to these accidents is inattention of the peo-
ple driving the boats. Too many are distracted by phones, GPS, or
talking to other people on the boat with them. He said that this
was the cause of the majority of crashes last year, 204 of them.

The Coast Guard also reports that in their 2016 Recreational Boat-
ing Statistics report that across the country, boating fatalities hit
the highest they’ve been in five years, with 701 lives lost in boat-
ing accidents. This was up by 12 percent over 2015, where 626
people died. Boating accident injuries also increased. In 2016
there were 2,903 injuries reported, up 11 percent over the previ-
ous year’'s number of 2,613. Overall, boating accidents in-

creased by more than 7 percent from 2016 to 2015. _NL-.

Junior Navigation started January 9, taught by
P/C Darryl Aubrey, SN, with 6 students. This is
more JN students than we’ve had in a while.

Sail started January 10, taught by me, with 2
students.

Engine Maintenance, with instructor Ken Peters,
SN, starts March 20. This course does not make
you an engine expert. However, it will help you to understand engines
and be able to discuss problems with an engine mechanic.

The latest statistics for completions of the America’s Boating Course
classes 2017 — 2018 and 2018 - 2019 have been issued by USPS. The
data is based on the USPS educational year, which runs from July 1 to
June 30 of the following year. This means the data for 2018 — 2019 is
for a half year. Also included was National data from past years. Ac-
cording to the long-term data, there has been a significant decrease in
the number of students completing the course since 2014. We have seen
this in the attendance, or lack thereof, in the Palm Beach Squadron
basic boating class attendance. One example was the class held at the
North Palm Beach Library in November; 15 students registered, 3
showed up. This needs to change.

Seamanship class: as described in a previous article, this class has
been renamed Boat Handling and has been converted to a seminar for
mat. That means you can take any individual weeks you choose based

s

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on that week’s subject such as Anchoring or Tying Knots. There was a
pilot phase that ran from September 1, 2018 through December 14,
2018, which means it is over and the Boat Handling course is now live.
It should be noted that all materials — student manual, instructor kit, etc.
— will be available only in electronic format; no printed materials will be
offered for this class. Student kits will be $48 and will be delivered in
ebook format via a download key. During the changeover from Sea-
manship to Boat Handling, USPS will continue to support the existing
Seamanship classes for another 2 years; however, availability of printed
materials will probably run out earlier and beyond 2 years USPS will
not grade exams. Palm Beach Squadron has enough Seamanship stu-
dent materials for at least 2 more classes, so, for the time being, we will
continue to teach the

existing Seamanship class.

This is a reminder that we need students registering for a course to do
so at least two weeks before the class starts. This is needed as we have
a limited stock of student materials for each course and, if we have to
order more, it takes two to three weeks to get it. Also, if an instructor
hasn’t heard from anyone interested in a course, that course is, by de-
fault, cancelled. Please don’t just “walk — in” to a class, call to register.

Finally — to all members, and especially newer members: consider a
“career” in the Educational Department. If you are an experienced
boater, we could use you as an instructor. We will train you. If you
don’t want to teach, how about giving us a hand with the administrative
side of education? Drop me a note at artdodd52usps@att.net.

This month at the request of Cdr Jim DeAr-
mond, AP, my article is about the duties of
the Executive Committee. Since our squadron
is incorporated, it is also known as the Board
of Directors (BOD). The Executive Commit-
tee is made up of the Commander, Executive Officer, Squadron
Educational Officer, Administrative Officer, Secretary, Treasurer
and 4 Members-at- Large, one of whom is the immediate Past
Commander.

The Executive Committee is elected by you, the membership,
and is delegated the day-to-day operation of the squadron. Ac-
cording to Section 6. 7 of our squadron bylaws, the Executive
Committee’s duties are as follows:

6.7.1 Meet monthly or when convened by the commander, have
general charge of the policy, management and finances of this
squadron, be vested with and have legal custody of all squadron
property, and appropriate such sums as may be deemed advis-
able, within the limits of squadron resources, for the normal and
usual operation of this squadron, including squadron, district and
USPS functions.

6.7.2 Take final action on applications for all classes of squadron
membership.

6.7.3 Carry on the normal business of this squadron between
meetings of the membership.

6.7.4 Establish committees and appoint members thereto as may

seem advisable and in the best interests of this squadron.

6.7.5 Consult with and advise the commander regarding appoint-
ments to squadron offices and committees.

6.7.6 All squadron operating funds shall be kept in depositories
insured by an agency of the U.S. government. The depository
institute(s) are to be chosen with the advice of the squadron’s
treasurer. For planning purposes, operating funds shall approxi-
mate 150% of the squadron’s annual operating budget. For in-
vestment funds, the squadron may seek out higher yield invest-
ments which have been recommended by a qualified profes-
sional. Finally, the Executive Committee shall approve the
budget, including any investment decisions, for submission to the
members.

6.7.7 Enforce the authority given it under these bylaws and take
any necessary action consistent with USPS policy to ad-
vance the best interests of this squadron.

6.7.8 With the assistance and cooperation of the Educational De-
partment, determine which courses and programs are to be of-
fered during the squadron teaching year, and the times and loca-
tions thereof.

6.7.9 Invite the law officer to its meetings when legal expertise is
desirable. The law officer shall be entitled to speak at such
meetings but shall not be entitled to vote.

As you can see ,the Executive Committee is very important to the
squadron. All members can attend an Executive Committee /
BOD meeting however you cannot vote at an Executive Commit-
tee Meeting however once recognized you can speak at a meet-
ing.

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NOTICE OF ELECTION
NOTICE TO ALL ACTIVE MEMBERS: The election of officers for the 2019-2020 Bridge Year will be held at the
Squadron’s Annual Meeting beginning at 7:00 P.M. on Tuesday, 12 March, at Sandpiper’s Cove Restaurant & Bar.

What you Need to Know
The Squadron’s affairs are managed by the Board of Directors (Bylaws § 6.7). The members of the Board of Directors
are the Commander, Executive Officer, Educational Officer, Administrative Officer, Secretary and Treasurer (collectively the Bridge
Officers), Members at Large, and the most recent past commander willing and able to serve (Bylaws § 5.4). The Board of Directors is
elected by the active members at the Annual Meeting in March of each year and takes office at the Change of Watch Ceremony the
following June (Bylaws § 5.2).

Pursuant to Bylaws section 6.8, the Nominating Committee prepares a slate of officers for elected positions, which it then sends to the
Secretary at least 40 days prior to the Annual Meeting. The Secretary is required to send to each active member a copy of the Nomi-
nating Committee’s slate of nominees together with a written notice of the annual meeting (Bylaws § 9.3). Publication of the Secre-
tary’s notice and the Nominating Committee’s slate of nominees in this edition of the Afterdeck News satisfies the notice requirement
contained in the Squadron’s bylaws (Bylaw § 9.6).

There are two other ways in which officers may be nominated for election: (1) Nominees by Petition - Written petition signed by at least
five active members in good standing and filed with the Secretary at least 15 days before the annual meeting (Bylaws § 11.1); (2)
Nominees for Vacancies in Nominating Committee’s Slate - If vacancies exist in the

Nominating Committee’s Slate of Nominees, nominations may be made from the floor by active members at the

Annual Meeting (Bylaws § 11.4).

Election to an uncontested office may be effected by a supported motion and a ballot cast and recorded by the Secretary
(Bylaws § 11.5.2). Election to a contested office shall be by secret ballot, unsigned and cast in person (Bylaws § 11.5.3).
No active member shall be eligible for nomination without first signifying a willingness and ability to serve if elected (Bylaws § 11.4).
